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CLUB CONSTITUTION
1. NAME:

The Supporters Club shall be known as
 "The West 


End Bar Airdrie Tartan Army" hereinafter known as 

WEBATA

2. OBJECT:


The Object of WEBATA shall be to follow "Scotland 


all over the world" and "la la like it" to the tune of 



Status Quo and return with the same number that 



travelled if possible.

3. MEMBERSHIP:


Membership shall be open to ANY individual, subject 



to approval of the committee.

4. AGM:



The Annual General Meeting shall be on the first 




Monday of November.

5. GENERAL MEETINGS:
At least 4 meetings will be held per annum and can be 



called on an ad-hoc basis when deemed appropriate by 



the committee. The quorum shall be 9 members.

6. COMMITTEE MEETINGS:
These will be called as business requires them. The 



quorum shall be 7 committee members.

7. SUB-COMMITTEE:

The committee will appoint, from the membership, a 



sub committee to deal with specific matters as they 



arise.

8. MEMBERSHIP FEES:

The members shall decide the fees for membership 



at the AGM. WEBATA is a non-profit making 




organisation, and club funds will pay for the transport 



to all home games, merchandise and other social 




events.

9. FINANCE:



The end of the financial year shall be the 31st of 




August.

10. EXPENDITURE:

Any two from three designated members of the 




committee must sign cheques. Any Monies in the




WEBATA account shall belong to the members.

11. ACCOUNTS:



Any member may request to see the accounts at any 



given time. An audited accounts sheet shall be 




presented to all members at the AGM.

12. AUDITORS:



Two Auditors, not members of the General 





Committee, shall be appointed at the Annual General 



Meeting to audit the club books and accounts for the 



year.

13. MEMBERSHIP LEVEL:

If the existing membership falls below 9 members,




the club will be deemed not viable and all existing 




funds (out with member’s money that is held in trust) 



will donated to a selected local charity.


14. BEHAVIOUR:


Singing, dancing, drinking and generally having a great 



time, 
spreading the good name of the "Tartan Army" 



is compulsory. Anyone guilty of
improper conduct and 



subsequently expelled from WEBATA
shall have no 



claim on any subscriptions paid.


15. DISPUTES:



Any queries or disputes should be put in writing to 




the Secretary. A meeting shall then be arranged to 



discuss the matter raised.


16. CONSTITUTION:

The constitution shall be deemed to be binding until 



amended at a membership vote. Any changes to the 



constitution and rules can only take place at an AGM 



or an EGM. In the case of the AGM the relevant 




proposal must be in the hands of the Secretary 




before 31st July.


17. EGM:



If a matter of concern is raised by 25% of the fully 



paid up members these members may call an EGM. 




All these members must sign the proposal and the 




proposal must be in the hands of the secretary 14 




days in advance of the proposed date. All members 




requesting the meeting must be in attendance 




otherwise the meeting is cancelled.  


18. ALL MEETINGS:

At all meetings the majority vote is required to carry 



a motion. If required the Chairman will have the 




casting vote. 
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
